About the Competition

The Cleveland International Piano is held biennially over a 12-day period that begins with 35 candidates performing solo recitals for the audience as well as an esteemed panel of judges.  The jury is comprised of internationally renowned pianists, the majority of whom, in order to maintain strict levels of fairness, are not from the U.S.  The impeccable reputation of the Competition, built steadily over its 34-year history, attracts a field of more than 250 applicants from around the world and places Cleveland in the top echelon of music competitions. 
The solo rounds are held twice daily at The Cleveland Play House. Candidates are eliminated by vote of the jury until four finalists remain.  These talented individuals perform concertos with The Cleveland Orchestra to determine the winner.  The final rounds are held over a two-night period at Severance Hall.  The winner is announced at the conclusion of the final performance.

The Competition’s $50,000 Mixon First Prize, named in honor of its sponsors Mr. and Mrs. A. Malachi Mixon III, is the largest cash prize offered by any major piano competition in the world. 
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
