The gala will be held on the final night of the Competition in the Grand Foyer and Smith Lobby of historic Severance Hall. Malachi Mixon III will present the winner with a check for $50,000.  It is the largest cash prize awarded at any international piano competition, including the Van Cliburn.  Guests, who enjoyed cocktails before and after the performances, will then sit down to a festive dinner celebration.

In addition to the cash award, the winner receives a New York recital debut at Zankel Hall at Carnegie Hall, a compact disc contract, and more than 40 concert engagements managed by the Competition.  The total value of the first prize package exceeds $150,000.

The Competition, which operates on a biennial budget of $1.1 million, has an endowment of approximately $900,000.  The twin goals of Bravo Piano were to raise operating capital for the Competition and push the endowment over $1 million.  Both goals have been achieved.

Bravo Piano is co-chaired by Mrs. Victor J. Scaravilli and Mrs. Joseph D. Sullivan, two of Cleveland’s most dynamic and successful volunteer benefit chairmen.
